Lesson Plan

Introduction:


The aim of this lesson is to get the class to think of different ways to use the software we covered in class. How would a music therapist use Sound Forge and Cuebase? 
Process:

1. Before class, rip the song from the CD using Windows Media Player and save it to the D drive, it is too difficult to save back to a jump drive. 

2. Introduction, slides 1-3

3. Slide 4

4. Open it in Sound Forge, show them how to use the marker tool (hit ‘m’ while listening)

5. See how long in seconds each section is that you want to take out

6. ‘Insert silence’ for that many seconds

7. Save and exit.

8. Slide5

9. Open new project in Cuebase, Import audio track and add midi track and vst

New Project>>empty

Project>>Add Track>>Audio

File>>Import>>Audio File

Project>>Add Track>>Midi

Devices>>Vst Instruments
10. Record the melody of the sections previously taken out.

11. The section is too fast! What do you do now?

13. Right click Processes>>Time stretch>>expand, make sure you highlight both tracks 
14. Save
15. Slides 7 till end, Discuss iTunes
